14B NCAC 15B .0221 DESTRUCTION OF UNCONSUMED BEVERAGES

Any alcoholic beverages served to a customer that he does not completely consume and that he leaves shall be
destroyed immediately, except that a hotel guest cabinet permittee shall not be required to dispose of opened
containers of alcoholic beverages sold from an in-room bar or cabinet until after the lodging guest has checked out
of the hotel.
