
14B NCAC 15B .0403 RESTAURANTS: HOTELS: DISPLAY: CONTROL OF BEVERAGES 

(a)  A restaurant or hotel holding a Brownbagging Permit shall ensure that all fortified wine and liquor is possessed 

inconspicuously by patrons when they are not in a private dining area. 

(b)  Every person possessing fortified wine or spirituous liquor in restaurants and hotels with Brownbagging Permits 

shall at all times retain control of his alcoholic beverages.
