15ANCAC 03J.0110  SEINES
It shall be unlawful to use seines 30 feet or longer for recreational purposes unless the net is marked by attaching to
the corkline a floating buoy, any shade of hot pink in color. Buoys shall be of solid foam or other solid buoyant
material no less than five inches in diameter and no less than five inches in length. The gear owner's last name and
initials shall be engraved on the attached buoy or identified by attaching engraved metal or plastic tags to the buoy.
If a vessel is used, the identification shall also include one of the following:

1) gear owner's current motor boat registration number; or

2) owner's U.S. vessel documentation name.
