
15A NCAC 07I .0702 WHEN AN ACTION EXCEEDS THE LOCAL AUTHORITY 

When the local permit-letting agency exceeds the scope and extent of its authority, which is limited to consideration 

of applications proposing minor development as defined in the Coastal Area Management Act, that action shall be 

null, void and of no effect. The determinations of the commission shall be binding on the local permit-letting agency 

as to questions of such jurisdiction.
