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(a) Regulated Area. This Rule shall apply to the following waters in Tyrrell County:
1) the portion of the Scuppernong River from 300 yards north-northwest of the U.S. Highway 64
bridge to 100 yards south-southwest of the U.S. Highway 64 bridge.

2) the portion of the Scuppernong River from the point where the canal to the Columbia Boating
Access Areas intersects the river and extending 200 feet into the river.
3) the waters of the canal that leads to the marina at Taylor's Beach on Albemarle Sound in

Columbia, beginning at a point at 35.95559 N, 76.30219 W.
(b) Speed Limit. No person shall operate a vessel at greater than no-wake speed in the regulated areas described in
Paragraph (a) of this Rule.
(c) Placement of Markers. The Board of Commissioners of Tyrrell County shall be the designated agency for the
placement of the markers implementing this Rule, subject to the approval of the United States Coast Guard and the
United States Army Corps of Engineers.
