15A NCAC 10H .1107 RECORDS AND INSPECTIONS
(a) Furbearer propagation license holders shall maintain records containing the following information:

1) the numbers and species of furbearing animals or foxes acquired;

2) the dates and sources of acquisition;

3) the numbers of animals produced by breeding and the numbers raised for market; and

4) the numbers of animals or pelts sold or otherwise disposed of, the dates of disposition, and the

identities of the recipients, if the animals were sold alive.
(b) The records required by this Rule shall be maintained by calendar year and shall be retained for one year
following the end of the calendar year to which they pertain. The records required pursuant to this Rule shall be
available for inspection at the request of the Commission.
(c) Representatives of the Commission shall be permitted to enter the premises of a license holder's furbearer
propagation facility upon request or during the facility's business hours for inspection, enforcement, or scientific
purposes.
