a written, signed, and dated certification of;:

(A) the investor's North Carolina residency; and

(B) if applicable, accredited investor status.

If the investor is an entity, its residence shall be the principal place of business where the officers,
partners, or managers of the entity primarily direct, control, and coordinate the business activities;
and

evidence supporting the certification(s) made pursuant to Part (a)(2)(A) of this Rule.

(b) The certifications required by this Rule may be combined in a single document.
