SUBCHAPTER 06C — INVESTIGATIONS, ENFORCEMENT AND HEARINGS

18 NCAC 06C .0101 LETTER OF INQUIRY

(@) The Division may issue a Letter of Inquiry to anyone engaging in activities which may subject them to the
jurisdiction of the Administrator. The purpose of a Letter of Inquiry is to obtain information or documents
necessary to the understanding of matters under investigation.

(b) Anyone who is subject to the jurisdiction of the Administrator and who receives a Letter of Inquiry shall
respond to the Letter of Inquiry in writing with:

(1) such information as is within his or her personal knowledge;
2) recorded information in any form, including business records, under the recipient's control; and
3) the identity of any other person whom the recipient believes has information relevant to the

subject of a Letter of Inquiry who is subject to the jurisdiction of the Administrator.
