Unpaid fees
If a fee is paid with a check or other instrument which is returned by the institution upon which it was issued for "insufficient funds" or for other similar reason:

(1)
The Division shall issue a notice of intent to deny the application or revoke the commission; and

(2)
The Division shall issue a denial or revocation if the fee is not paid in full within 10 business days after the date on the notice of intent to deny or revoke.

(3)
The Division shall charge a twenty-five dollar ($25.00) fee for which payment has been refused by the payor's bank for insufficient funds or for no account.
