ALTERNATIVE EVIDENCE OF EXPERIENCE

An applicant for notary public instructor certification may submit evidence of experience performing notarial acts other than a journal or employer affidavit, provided the evidence includes:

(1)
An affidavit from the applicant verifying that the applicant has performed at least one notarial act in each of the 12 immediately preceding months; and

(2)
An affidavit from at least one person unrelated to the applicant by birth, marriage or adoption which establishes that the applicant has performed at least one notarial act during each of the 12 months immediately preceding the application.
