A person who enters information on a Department form on behalf of an individual or entity required or permitted to
file the form and who does not exercise independent judgment or discretion as to the information that is entered on
the document is not required to sign the form in the space provided for the preparer's signature. NOTE: For example,
an administrative assistant who enters information supplied by and at the direction of an individual or entity required
to file a form would not have to sign the form in the space provided for a preparer's signature.
