
19A NCAC 02B .0233 UPGRADING EXISTING SIGNALS (STATE MUNICIPAL SYSTEM) 

The cost for upgrading existing traffic signals and flashers on the state highway system is the responsibility of the 

Department of Transportation.  The existing equipment being replaced shall become the property of the Department 

of Transportation.  In the event the municipality wishes to retain possession of the equipment, or any part thereof, to 

be replaced, it may do so by mutual agreement with the Department of Transportation.
