
19A NCAC 03D .0520 MECHANIC REQUIREMENTS 

(a)  An applicant for an inspection mechanic license and the owner of the inspection station shall sign their names on 

Action Form for Inspector/Mechanical Certification (LT-310) demonstrating they meet the requirements as set out 

in G.S. 20-183.4(c) and 20-183.4A(c). Form LT-310 requires the following: 

(1) action requested to indicate new or renewal, adding an employer name, or changing an employer 

name; 

(2) mechanic's name, driver license number, home phone number, and address; 

(3) mechanic's race, sex, and date of birth; 

(4) mechanic's signature; and 

(5) employer information including station number, telephone number, county, name of station, 

address, and signature of owner partner or officer. 

(b)  Upon request by a law enforcement officer of the License and Theft Bureau, a licensed inspection mechanic 

shall demonstrate his or her knowledge, skills and abilities of the equipment used to perform an inspection, vehicle 

components, procedures, statutes and rules, pertaining to a safety and emissions inspection.
