19A NCAC 03J .0101 PURPOSE OF REGULATIONS 

Article 14, Chapter 20 of the General Statutes of North Carolina provides for the licensing and regulation of 

commercial driver training schools and instructors. Pursuant to the authority contained in this law, the 

Commissioner of Motor Vehicles has hereby adopted the rules in this Subchapter concerning the administration and 

enforcement of that Article. These Rules establish minimum standards for the operation of commercial driver 

training schools and will be used by the Division of Motor Vehicles in administering Article 14.
