
19A NCAC 03J .0305 INSPECTIONS 

The Division shall make periodic inspections, at least annually, of schools and branches to determine compliance 

with statutes and rules. The inspection shall be made during business hours by authorized representatives of the 

Division. Inspections shall include examination of all school records, contracts, classroom facilities, training 

devices, instructional materials and instructional methods, vehicles, and any other item required by law or 

regulation. Each owner, partner, associate, corporate officer, or employee of any commercial driver training school 

shall cooperate with the Division's representative and, upon request, shall exhibit all records, instructional aids, 

equipment, and any other items which are required for the inspection. Refusal to permit inspections shall be grounds 

for revocation of the license. Records shall be retained by the school for a period of three years.
