Whenever the statutes under Article 58 of G.S. 86, Article 1A of G.S. 120, Article 3 of G.S. 127A, Article 3 of G.S.
128, Articles 1, 4, or 6 of G.S. 135, or Article 3 of G.S. 161 specify that the Board of Trustees will make specific
findings in specific matters relating to specific persons, the Director of the Retirement Systems Division may make
the decisions in accordance with law and the rules, regulations, and previous decisions of this Board. Appeals may
be made from the decision of the Director under the procedures used for contested cases as provided under Section
.0400 of this Subchapter.
