
20 NCAC 08 .0502 REQUESTS FOR INFORMATION FROM RECORDS 

Searches of the database of owner property will be made for potential owners to the extent that information is provided.  

Successful searches normally require that the following information, in order of importance, is available: 

(1) Name and address of the owner; 

(2) Name and address of the holder; 

(3) Date property became escheatable; and  

(4) Description of escheated property, including value or amount.
