21 NCAC 02 .0701 CONTINUANCES FAILURE TO APPEAR 

(a)  The presiding officer may grant continuances and adjournments only in compelling circumstances. 

(b)  Should a party fail to appear at a hearing or fail to appear following the granting of a continuance adjournment, 

the hearing shall be conducted in the party's absence.
