
21 NCAC 04B .0816 MONITORING ATTENDANCE 

(a)  Sponsors and instructors shall monitor attendance for the duration of each class session to ensure that all 

students reported as completing a course according to these Rules have attended at least 90 percent of the scheduled 

classroom hours. Sponsors shall not admit students to a class session after 10 percent of the scheduled classroom 

hours have been conducted. Unless a student satisfies the attendance requirement in this Paragraph, the sponsor shall 

not allow the student to sign a course completion card, issue a course completion certificate to a student, or report to 

the Board that the student completed the course. Sponsors and instructors shall not make any exceptions to the 

attendance requirement for any reason. 

(b)  Sponsors shall provide adequate personnel, in addition to the instructor, during all class sessions to assist the 

instructor in monitoring attendance and performing the administrative tasks associated with conducting a course.
