SECTION .0500 - INVESTIGATION OF COMPLAINTS

21 NCAC 10 .0501 FILING COMPLAINTS
Any person who has reason to believe that a Doctor of Chiropractic has violated the laws governing chiropractic

may file a complaint with the Board. Board Anyone wishing to file a complaint shall file a form with the Board
office that contains the following information:

1) the complainant's name and contact information;

2) the name and contact information of the person about which the complainant wishes to file the
complaint;

(3) a narrative of the facts about which the complainant wishes to complain; and

4) the complainant's signature and the date on which the complaint is made.
