21 NCAC 14N .0111 NOTIFICATION OF EXAMINATION RESULTS

Any cosmetology student who completed a 1500-hour course and failed to make the required 75 percent on both
parts of the cosmetology examination, but scored at least 70 percent on both parts, may send a written request for an
apprentice cosmetologist license, along with the required fee, instead of taking the exam again. In this case, the
candidate shall not be given credit toward apprentice time until the date the written request and appropriate fee are
received in the office. Notice shall be sent, with the license, advising the applicant of the starting date of the
apprenticeship.
