SUBCHAPTER 16D - PROVISIONAL LICENSURE: DENTISTS
SECTION .0100 - GENERAL PROVISIONS

21 NCAC 16D .0101 ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

(@) Persons shall be eligible for provisional licensure under the provisions of G.S. 90-29.3 if they have been
licensed to practice dentistry in another jurisdiction for a period of at least two years immediately preceding the date
of application for provisional licensure.

(b) An applicant for provisional licensure must present to the Board documentary evidence satisfactory to the Board
that he is in good standing with the dental licensing agencies of all jurisdictions wherein he is currently licensed to
practice dentistry.

(c) No person shall be eligible for provisional licensure who has been censured, disciplined, or punished by any
dental licensing agency or dental organization for violation of professional ethics or the laws of any jurisdiction.
