21 NCAC 16D .0102 RESTRICTIONS ON PRACTICE

(@) Any provisional license issued to a member of the faculty of an educational institution shall limit the practice of
such provisional licensee to the confines of the facilities provided by the educational institution of which he is a
faculty member.

(b) The dental practice of a provisional licensee shall be restricted to a specific facility or, to a geographic location,
or to a specialized field of dentistry, or any combination thereof. Direction by a dentist licensed in North Carolina
shall also be required. Such dentist shall provide direction over the functions performed by the licensee and shall be
responsible for all consequences or results arising from the licensee's practice of dentistry.

(c) For purposes of this Section, the acts of a provisional licensee are deemed to be under the direction of a licensed
dentist when performed in a locale where a licensed dentist is not always required to be physically present during the
performance of such acts and such acts are being performed pursuant to the dentist's order, control, and approval.
