
21 NCAC 16G .0106 DENTAL HYGIENE SCHOOL EXTENSION FACILITIES AND OFF CAMPUS 

CLASSES 

(a)  Dental hygiene schools may operate extension facilities and conduct off-campus hygiene classes in which dental 

hygiene services are provided to members of the public at Board approved sites, including non-profit health care 

facilities serving low income populations, state and county institutions with resident populations, hospitals, state or 

county health department and area health education centers. 

(b)  Dental hygiene schools which operate extension facilities or conduct hygiene classes off-campus must notify the 

Dental Board of the location and nature of each facility or off campus course location, the names of the students 

assigned thereto, and the names and qualifications of all instructors functioning therein. 

(c)  No student enrolled in an off-campus dental hygiene class or extension facility may receive fees, compensation 

or remuneration of any kind for providing dental hygiene services in accordance with G.S. 90-29(c)(4) or G.S. 90-

233(c)(2).
