
SECTION .0200 - GUIDELINES FOR PROGRAM ELEMENTS 

 

21 NCAC 16S .0201 RECEIPT AND USE OF INFORMATION OF SUSPECTED IMPAIRMENT 

(a)  Information concerning suspected impairment may be received by the North Carolina Caring Dental 

Professionals through any of the following sources: 

(1) reports of physicians, psychologists or counselors; 

(2) reports from family members, staff or other individuals; 

(3) self-referral; or 

(4) referral by the Board. 

(b)  When information of suspected impairment is received, the Program shall conduct an investigation and routine 

inquiries to determine the validity of the report. 

(c)  Dentists and dental hygienists suspected of impairment may be required to submit to personal interviews if the 

investigation and inquiries indicate the report of impairment may be valid.
