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(a)  Licensure for a military-trained applicant.  Upon receipt of a request for licensure pursuant to G.S. 93B-15.1 from a military-trained applicant, the Board shall issue a license to the applicant who satisfies the following conditions:

(1)
submission of a complete application for licensure in accordance with Rule .0201 of this Section;
(2)
submission of an application fee in accordance with Rule .0601 of this Subchapter; and

(3)
providing documentation to satisfy conditions set out in G.S. 93B-15.1(a)(1), (2) and (3). 

(b)  Licensure for a military spouse.  Upon receipt of a request for licensure pursuant to G.S. 93B-15.1 from a military spouse, the Board shall issue a license to the applicant who satisfies the following conditions:

(1)
submission of a complete application for licensure in accordance with Rule .0201 of this Section;
(2)
submission of an application fee in accordance with Rule .0601 of this Subchapter;
(3)
submission of written documentation demonstrating that the applicant is married to an active member of the U.S. military; and
(4)
providing documentation to satisfy conditions set out in G.S. 93B-15.1(b)(1), (2), (3) and (4).
