
21 NCAC 30 .0508 SEXUAL ACTIVITY DEFINED 

For the purposes of this Chapter, "sexual activity" shall mean any direct or indirect physical contact, or verbal 

communication, by any person or between persons which is intended to erotically stimulate either person, or which 

is likely to cause such stimulation and includes sexual intercourse, fellatio, cunnilingus, masturbation or anal 

intercourse. As used herein, masturbation means the manipulation of any body tissue with the intent to cause sexual 

arousal. Sexual activity can involve the use of any device or object and is not dependent on whether penetration, 

orgasm or ejaculation has occurred.
