PROVIDING OR TERMINATING SERVICE

(a)  Licensees shall have the right to provide therapeutic services to whom they choose. 

(b)  Licensees shall also have the right to refuse treatment, or to terminate a treatment in progress to protect their own safety and well-being, including situations such as:

(1)
a client who is abusive; under the influence of alcohol, drugs, or any illegal substance; or otherwise impaired; or

(2)
A client who has violated the boundaries of the professional relationship by initiating or asking the licensee to engage in sexual activity; or

(3)
A client who does not disclose all health issues and information.
