LEARNING RESOURCES

The school shall provide sufficient learning resources to students and instructional staff to support the educational objectives of the program as follows:

(1)
the school shall maintain a resource center that contains or provides access to books, periodicals, and other informational materials in the field of massage and bodywork therapy. As an alternative, the school may have a contractual agreement with another facility to provide access to such resources; and

(2)
all other resources, such as charts, models, or electronic media, shall be maintained.
