
21 NCAC 34B .0208 PASSING SCORE 

(a)  For purposes of G.S. 90-210.25(a)(5), the passing score on all examinations administered by the International 

Conference of Funeral Service Examining Boards, Inc. shall be such passing score that is established by the 

International Conference of Funeral Service Examining Boards, Inc. and in effect at the time such examinations are 

administered. 

(b)  A score of at least 75 percent on a final examination taken in a pathology course offered through a school that 

has a mortuary science program accredited by the American Board of Funeral Service Education shall be deemed 

equivalent to a passing score on the examination of pathology required for licensure as a funeral director, pursuant to 

G.S. 90-210.25(a)(1)(e)(4).
