REQUEST FOR REVIEW OF EXAMINATION

For the purpose of dealing with a request by an applicant who has failed an examination for a review of his examination, the following procedures shall apply:

(1)
If the examination was prepared by the Board:

(a)
The applicant shall make the request to the Board orally or in writing.

(b)
Not later than 10 days following the receipt of such request the Board shall notify the applicant, either orally or in writing, of the date and time the applicant may appear in the offices of the Board to review the examination in the presence of the Board or in the presence of one or more duly designated representatives of the Board.

(c)
Nothing in this Rule shall be construed to give the applicant the right to take from the Board offices any copies of the examination or of the answers thereto.

(2)
If the examination was prepared and graded by the International Conference of Funeral Service Examining Boards, Inc. (ICFSEB):

(a)
The applicant shall make his request to the ICFSEB in writing.

(b)
The ICFSEB shall notify the applicant, either orally or in writing, of the date and time the applicant may appear in the offices of the ICFSEB to review the examination in the presence of the ICFSEB or in the presence of one or more duly designated representatives of the ICFSEB.

(c)
Nothing in this Rule shall be construed to give the applicant the right to take from the ICFSEB offices any copies of the examination or of the answers thereto.
