21 NCAC 34B .0401 ESTABLISHMENT AND APPROVAL OF COURSES 

The Board shall cause at least eight hours of continuing education courses to be offered to the licensees annually, 

either directly or through other organizations or persons procured for such purpose. The Board shall mail to each 

licensee for whose benefit the course is offered, at least 15 days prior to the date of enrollment, notice of the course 

and the amount of any registration fee to be charged.
