When any provision of Article 13F, Chapter 90, of the North Carolina General Statutes or any rule in this 

Subchapter requires a crematory or hydrolysis licensee to obtain any death certificate, report, authorization, waiver, 

statement or other document prior to cremation or hydrolysis, the crematory or hydrolysis licensee may accept the 

document in the form of the original, a photocopy, or by electronic or facsimile transmission.
