
21 NCAC 37D .0204 FELONIES AND/OR MISDEMEANORS 

(a)  Felony.  An applicant for licensure who has been convicted by any jurisdiction of a felony shall not be permitted to 

enter the AIT program or otherwise be licensed unless his rights of citizenship have been restored. 

(b)  Misdemeanor.  An applicant for licensure who has been convicted by any jurisdiction of a misdemeanor shall not be 

permitted to enter the AIT program or otherwise be licensed unless he has fully complied with all terms of the judgment 

imposed for said misdemeanor.
