
21 NCAC 37D .0703 STATE EXAMINATION ADMINISTRATION 

(a)  The State Examination shall be administered on dates to be determined and published by the Board on the State 

Examination Application form located on the Board's website.  It may also be offered to reciprocity applicants and 

to AIT applicants who passed the National Examination but previously failed the State Examination on different 

dates if the applicants show good cause, such as unavailability due to illness, inclement weather, employment, or 

survey. 

(b)  An applicant shall pay a non-refundable processing fee of one hundred fifty dollars ($150.00) each time the 

applicant takes the State Examination. 

(c)  To sit for the State Examination, the applicant shall submit a Test Confidentiality and Attestation Form, which is 

a release form stating the applicant will keep test questions confidential.  This form is provided by the Board on the 

website and in the information package. 

(d)  An applicant shall pass the State Exam within one year of the date of completion of the AIT program.
