
21 NCAC 42B .0110 PASSING SCORE 

An applicant must attain an average grade of 75 on the clinical practicum examinations to pass the examination and be 

issued a license.  No applicant who has received a grade of less than 60 on any part of the clinical practicum examination 

shall be considered eligible for licensure even though his overall clinical practicum score may average 75.  Each 

applicant will be notified by the Executive Director as to his success or failure after the results of the examination have 

been determined by the Board.
