SUBCHAPTER 42L - ADMINISTRATIVE HEARINGS: CONTESTED CASES

21 NCAC 42L .0101 RIGHT TO HEARING

When the Board acts or proposes to act, other than in rule-making or declaratory ruling proceedings, in a manner which
will affect the rights, duties, or privileges of a specific, identifiable person, such person has the right to an administrative
hearing. When the Board proposes to act in such a manner, it shall give all such affected persons notice of their right to a

hearing by mailing by certified mail to them at their last known address a notice of the proposed action and a notice of a
right to a hearing.
