
21 NCAC 48G .0703 INFORMATION OF IMPAIRMENT 

(a)  When information of suspected impairment of a licensee is received by the Board, the Board shall conduct an 

investigation and routine inquiries to determine the validity of the report prior to referring the licensee to a Program. 

(b)  Licensees suspected of impairment may be required to submit to personal interviews if the investigation and 

inquiries indicate the report of impairment may be valid.
