
21 NCAC 50 .0406 RESPONSIBILITY OF LICENSED PERSON EMPLOYED BY FIRM 

(a)  A licensed contractor, whether individually or for a corporation, partnership or business with a trade name, is 

responsible for all proposals, bids, contracts, supervision to the extent of his qualifications, compliance with all 

applicable codes and standards, and assurance that permits and inspections are obtained. 

(b)  A contract, and the responsibility imposed on a licensed person to supervise work performed under a contract, 

may be assumed by another licensed contractor upon written notice to and approval by the property owner and local 

inspection department. 

(c)  The contractor license number and qualification of the firm shall be displayed on firm contracts, proposals, 

permit applications, and telephone yellow page advertising.
