
SECTION .0600 - CONTINUING EDUCATION COURSES 

 

21 NCAC 57B .0601 PURPOSE AND APPLICABILITY 

This Section establishes minimum standards for appraisal continuing education courses authorized by G.S. 93E-1-8 

(c) and required by Rule .0204 of Subchapter 57A. These standards must be satisfied in order for course sponsors to 

obtain and maintain approval of their courses for appraiser continuing education credit. Except as provided in Rule 

.0602(a) of this Section, any school, organization, agency, individual, or other entity is eligible to become a 

continuing education course sponsor. Course sponsors must obtain course approval from the Board prior to 

conducting the course for continuing education credit and prior to advertising or otherwise representing that a course 

is or may be approved for continuing education credit in North Carolina. To request credit for a continuing 

education course which has not been approved by the Board, a trainee, licensee or certificate holder must follow the 

procedure set forth in 21 NCAC 57A .0204(g).
