(@) The first page of any written submission shall identify the rulemaking proceeding or proposed rule to which the
comments are addressed and a statement of the position of the person making the submission (for example, "in
support of adopting proposed Rule .0000," "in opposition to adopting proposed Rule .0000").

(b) Upon receipt of written comments, acknowledgement shall be made with an assurance that the comments
therein shall be fully considered by the Board.
