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PUBLICATION CREDIT

The substance use disorder professional shall assign credit to all who have contributed to the published material and for the work upon which the publication is based.

(1)
The substance use disorder professional shall recognize joint authorship contributions made by several persons to a common project. The author who has made the principal contribution to a publication shall be identified as a first listed.

(2)
The substance use disorder professional shall acknowledge, through specific citations, unpublished, as well as published material, that has influenced the research or writing.

(3)
The substance use disorder professional who compiles and edits for publication the contributions of others shall list oneself as editor, along with the names of those others who have contributed.
