25 NCAC 01D .1006 BENEFITS REINSTATED

(a) Sick leave shall be reinstated when an employee returns from authorized leave without pay or when reinstated within
five years from any type of separation.

(b) Employees who enter the armed services or who engage in active military service and who return to state
employment within a period of two years after being separated or released, or becoming entitled to be separated or
released, from active military service under other than dishonorable conditions shall be entitled to full retirement
membership service credit for the period of such active service in the armed services. Under this provision, credit is
received for such service upon furnishing an acceptable copy of a military discharge to the Teachers' and State
Employees' Retirement System.
