
27 NCAC 01C .0104 APPROVAL OF RULES AND REGULATIONS OF BOARD OF LAW EXAMINERS 

The council shall, as soon as possible, after the presentation to it of rules and regulations for admission to the Bar, approve or 

disapprove such rules and regulations.  The rules and regulations approved shall immediately be certified to the Supreme 

Court.  Such rules and regulations as may not be approved by the council shall be the subject of further study and action, and 

for the purpose of study, the council and Board of Law Examiners may sit in joint session.  No action, however, shall be taken 

by the joint meeting, but each shall act separately, and no rule or regulation shall be certified to the Supreme Court until 

approved by the council.
